	Elson Blue
	Skin contact:  may cause hardness and cracking
	Wash with ample soap and water.
	Buy soap 

Maintain an ample supply of water i.e. state quantity.
	

	
	
	Eye contact: Irritation. 
Eye burns to eyelids.
	Irrigate with plenty of clean water.
	Keep aside a 1 litre bottle of spring water for use as an emergency eye wash.
	

	
	
	Inhalation: may irritate the bronchial tract.
	Provide plenty of fresh air.
	None required when on camp.

	Ingestion:  inflammation of the digestive tract.
	Drink plenty of water.
	Maintain a plentiful supply of drinking water i.e. state quantity.
	

	
	
	
	Seek medical advice immediately
